The 18th Annual ITPA Assembly was held in Jacksonville
Florida May 16th - 19, 2008

The slogan for the assembly was “Dive Into Pioneering”. Pio-
neers from across the country representing 15 states attended
the assembly and heard presentations including speakers on
behalf of the Alzheimer’s Association and the chosen charity
“Turn About”. Donations in the amount of $3,607 were pre-
sented to these two organizations.

The Norwesco Club received 1st place “Judges Choice™ award
for the Exell Challenged Youth Project for 2007. In the amount
of $90 designated to the organization ARF (Animal Rescue
Foundation).

The club requested a grant of $75,000 from the ITPA Historical
Foundation to aid in the preservation of the Telephone museum
which had lost its home. The Marysville Historical Society that
was in the process of building a new museum was pleased to be
able to expand their facilities and provide space for our tele-
phone items.

The grant, approved by the Historical Foundation and payable
in 5 yearly installments of $15,000 to the Marysville Historical
Society will enable a display in Snohomish county, that might
have otherwise been abandoned. ITPA Historical Treasurer
Jim McCartney presents a check to Morrie Sachsenmaier.
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
